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BELLADONNA RACING
“CAME OUT SWINGING” AT OBS

While many were just warming up during the OBS Spring 
sale opener, Belladonna Racing came out swinging, reel-
ing in a pair of colts, including hip 19, a colt by Consti-
tution for $500,000. Later in the session, the operation’s 
trainer Cherie DeVaux signed for hip 64, a colt by soph-
omore sire Oscar Performance who brought $330,000. 
Both colts have been purchased to add to the group’s 
latest offering, Belladonna V. Belladonna is a collective 
effort between third-generation horse owner Paul Man-
ganaro and bloodstock agent 
David Ingordo, who is also 
married to DeVaux.

“We are here to buy ath-
letes,” said Manganaro of 
the :10.1 breezer. “I thought 
he was a great representa-
tion of [Constitution]. He 
was elegant, and had a great 
presence and his breeze met 
up to our criteria.”

Out of Brazilian Group 
3-placed mare Allez Marie 
(Unbridled’s Song), the Apr. 
15 foal is a half to SW Worka-
holic (Sky Mesa), GSP Tomato 
Bill (More Than Ready) and 

SP Fouette (Nyquist). A $250,000 Keeneland September 
yearling purchase, the chestnut’s second dam is 2005 GI 
Kentucky Oaks heroine Summerly. He was consigned by 
de Meric Sales.

“He also has a great pedigree–it’s everything we are 
looking for,” Manganaro said. “With his looks and 
pedigree, he has stallion potential if he were to win a 
graded stakes.”

During Tuesday’s session, the 
Belladonna team also land-
ed a son of three-time Grade 
I winner Balance (Thunder 
Gulch), a half-sister to Horse 
of the Year Zenyatta. Con-
signed by Eisaman Equine, 
the Apr. 21 foal, who realized 
$170,000 at Keeneland last 
September, breezed a quarter 
in :10.2 last week.

“Obviously, our general, Da-
vid Ingordo, has a lot of histo-
ry with the family,” explained 
Manganaro referring to the 
agent who was instrumental 
in unearthing the three-time u  CLICK FOR BREEZE VIDEO
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champion older mare and dual Breeders’ Cup winner.

Balance, who like Oscar Performance raced in the Amer-
man Racing colors of John and Jerry Amerman, was 
purchased by Andrew Warren for $135,000 at the 2020 
Keeneland November sale carrying this colt.

“There was a little concern that Balance’s earlier foals ha-
ven’t really clicked yet,” said Manganaro. “So, we studied 
each one and we thought this was her best cross yet. Of 
course, Oscar Performance is having a good start at stud.”

Belladonna kicked off in 2019, and among its ear-
liest purchases was Bayerness (Bayern), a $350,000 
Fasig-Tipton Midlantic pur-
chase that has won five of 
12 starts, highlighted by the 
Shine Again S. at Saratoga 
in 2021. Multiple graded 
stakes placed, the chestnut 
earned over $400,000 at the 
track. And while the oper-
ation focused on the fairer 
set in its earlier offerings, 
it has added a greater em-
phasis on colts for its latest 
collection.

“We were looking to add to 
the top 25% of what we al-
ready bought for Belladonna 
V,” explained Manganaro. 
“Our members wanted to di-
versify and add a few more 
colts into the mix. So for Bel-

ladonna V, we figured we’d shoot for about 15 horses, 
a mixture of colts and fillies. We had eight fillies and six 
colts coming in, so this balances things off.”

Manganaro added, “We didn’t come down here looking 
for colts, although it was the priority. We just wanted the 
best athletes.

“Of course, the colts are higher risk, but also higher re-
ward. So that’s why we are looking for the right physical 
and pedigree in our colts.”

Following Tuesday’s purchases, Belladonna currently 
has 16 2-year-olds, and a dozen 3 and 4-year-olds from 
prior partnerships.

When asked if the team has 
been able to stick to bud-
get with its two initial OBS 
Spring purchases, Mangana-
ro said, “One was a little bit 
more than we thought and 
one was a little bit less, so it 
all balanced out at the end of 
the day.”

He added, “Last month [at the 
OBS March sale], we found 
some in March but we ended 
up just being spectators on 
them, because they brought 
triple what we thought. We 
have great discipline, we set 
a price and we’ll go a bump 
or two but not too much over 
that. Overall, we’re happy

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2021 Colt, Oscar Performance – Balance
Purchased at OBS Spring
2YO Sale for $330,000

This is another colt that we had to have. He exuded class 
and athleticism on the track with an almost 25-foot stride 
while breezing in 10.2 early under the poor track condi-
tions. He was just as handsome and balanced in his appear-
ance back at the barn.

His female family, featuring Horse of the Year Zenyatta, needs 
no introduction. This colt’s dam, BALANCE, was a multiple G1 
winner and a tough, sound performer. We have followed her 
offspring and this is the best one out of the mare, as well as the 
one that has been bred the best to suit the pedigree. Under the 
second dam is current Kentucky Derby hopeful CONFIDENCE 
GAME, a half-brother to our own BDR V colt by More Than 
Ready out of Eblouissante that we are very excited about.

OSCAR PERFORMANCE (Kitten’s Joy-Devine Actress, by 
Theatrical {Ire}), a Breeders’ Cup winner who won Grade 
1s at ages 2, 3, and 4, is making waves with his first two 
crops on the track. He is a stallion we project will only get 
better, as his offspring are winning on dirt and turf. 

This colt has it all and we thought at $330,000, we were able 
to get him at the low end of what we budgeted for him.  

2021 Colt, Constitution – Allez Marie
Purchased at OBS Spring
2YO Sale for $500,000

The Ocala Breeders’ Sales Spring sale barely got under-
way before we had our first purchase, securing this athlet-
ic son of Constitution for $500,000. As Hip 19, he worked 
on day one of the week-long breeze show and conquered 
the toughest conditions track-wise in a solid 10.1. His fluid 
monster stride measured 25.1 feet.

This copper chestnut colt is out of ALLEZ MARIE, a talented 
daughter of Unbridled’s Song who placed in a Grade 3 in Brazil. 
As a broodmare, she has had four winners from five to race 
thus far, with three of her offspring earning blacktype. Her top 
earner, multiple stakes-placed Fouette, recently finished third 
in the Correction Stakes and has increased earnings of $303K.

CONSTITUTION has steadily climbed the social ladder and 
is now one of the more expensive stallions in Kentucky, 
standing at $110,000 advertised stud fee for 2023. A son 
of Tapit out of Baffled, by Distorted Humor, Constitution 

is a multiple Grade 1 winner who is siring top-class run-
ners, including nine Grade 1 winners and 30 stakes win-
ners from five crops to race.

This is the kind of colt we have been looking for, by a top 
proven sire and we look forward to him making a race-
track debut in the late summer to fall.
