Strike (Keen Ice) (post eight).

“Good draw,” trainer John Sadler said of the runaway GI Pacif-
ic Classic winner. We would’ve been happy with any draw. We 
think at 1 ¼ miles you have a good run into the turn to get your 
position. So, for him, it’s just fine.”
