On January 22, 2026, at the 55th Annual Eclipse Award 
dinner, our Belladonna Racing trainer, Cherie DeVaux, 
her team, and the tremendously talented race mare She 
Feels Pretty, achieved their first championship honor 
when the mare was named the 2025 Female Turf Eclipse 
award winner. 

Cherie has done a wonderful job developing and over-
seeing the career of She Feels Pretty. Cherie’s patience, 
horsemanship, and talent played a key role in allowing 
She Feels Pretty to achieve success at the highest level on 
the racetrack.

It has been amazing to watch Cherie and her team reach 
this milestone in just eight short years. Being part of a 
stakes winner is an amazing experience. The honor and 
privilege of that participation is the dream of all involved 
in racing and having the privilege of being part of a 
champion is a rare feat only an exceedingly small number 
of us in the sport can ever dream of.

While launching Belladonna Racing with David Ingordo, 
my main priority was to establish a dedicated team of 
people with talent, integrity, and a desire to win. When 
it was time to select a trainer for our Belladonna horses, 
Cherie was the obvious choice in my mind. She had all 
the qualities I was looking for in a person, trainer, and 
teammate. 

To see her program progress from a total of 0 wins from 
19 starters in her first year during the 2018 season to 
her current win total of 283 wins with over $31,000,000 
in lifetime earnings, is very rewarding and confirms my 
feeling from day one that Cherie was the best choice to 
care for and develop our Belladonna equine athletes. She 
has trained eight graded stakes winners thus far, three 
of which are G1 winners -including our own Vahva, a  
Breeders’ Cup winner, and now a champion.

Congratulations, Cherie on a job well done. On behalf of 
the Belladonna Racing Team, I want to express my sincere 
appreciation to each and everyone of our partners and  
look forward to our future successes.

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Q: What are the characteristics that Lane’s End 
Farm looks for in a young stallion prospect that 
gives them the best chance of success?

A: An ideal stallion prospect must have two-year-
old form, be able to have speed, is by a successful 
sire, have good conformation, and is from strong 
female family. The horse has to have a good race 
record and pedigree. That’s the two most import-
ant qualities. One without the other doesn’t tend 
to prove success. There’s an odd one that will be 
a success, but not very often.

Q: The current environment for obtaining stal-
lion prospects is extremely competitive. At what 
stage in a prospect’s career does Lane’s End start 
to identify and recruit a prospect?

A: Ideally, you’d like to be able to recruit the 
proper prospect at the end of the horse’s career, 
but unfortunately it doesn’t happen in today’s 
world. If we know the connections we reach out 
and express interest early in the horse’s career. 
Otherwise we try to make connections with the 
current owner. If we really like a horse, we secure 
them early as 2yo. It varies from horse to horse.

Q: Does Lane’s End have any stallions standing 
Dual Hemisphere? If so, how do you determine 
who does both and what are the benefits?

A: Yes, we currently have More Than Looks  
(a Cherie DeVaux trainee) that goes down to  
Yulong Farm in Australia. His sire, More Than Ready, 
has been very successful there and that’s why  
Yulong wanted to have this son. Benefits include the 
exposure the horse will get in both hemispheres.

Q&A WITH
BERNIE SAMS

AT LANE’S END
Lane’s End Farm’s Director of Stallion Operations 

Bernie Sams sat down with Belladonna to answer some 
questions we proposed about the stallion business.
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Q: What is the price range under current market 
conditions for a top stallion prospect? 

A: (laughs) In this past year, I think the most ex-
pensive prospect that I know of was $22M (Mind-
frame) and there may be a couple others in that 
range. And it could go $30-$40-$50M. It depends 
on how much they want one. Pretty much it is 
unlimited to some point.

Q: Lane’s End will be standing two exciting first-
year stallions in 2026: Carl Spackler (IRE) $15,000 
LFSN and Raging Torrent $15,000 LFSN. Please tell 
us the major attributes that make them appeal-
ing stallion prospects.

A: Both had speed. With Raging Torrent, he was a 
winner at 2 and was a Grade 1 winner at 3 and 4. 
He won the Malibu S. (G1) and the Met Mile (G1), 
both stallion-making races. He made 14 starts 
over ages 2-3-4. Carl Spackler (Ire) is by a top in-
ternational sire in Lope de Vega. He had speed 
and was a GSW at 3-4-5 and a multiple G1 winner.

Q: How many mares do you anticipate will come 
through the Lane’s End breeding shed in 2026?

A: I would like to think we could get 1200-1300 
mares through this year. Last year, we bred 922 
mares.
